Game Rule Seven A Side Competition

Commencing September 2010 
Wet weather Line call 0428 241 347 after 4.30pm 

1. Each game will consist of 2 x 20-Minute halves with immediate turn around at half time.

2. There is no Off-Side.

3. All teams will have a maximum of 12 players per game with unlimited interchange.

4. All teams will have unlimited registrations.

5. There will be a maximum of 7 players on the field at any given time.

6. If a team has less than 4 players able to take the field at kick off then this will be deemed a forfeit.

7. A team will be given 5 minutes from the original starting time to get enough players to start the game before the forfeit is given.

8. Substitutions may only go on the field of play from the half way sideline.

9. Players being substituted may leave from any part of the field.

10. Borrowed players – The borrowing of players is not permitted.  If you require the services of another player they must register with your team.  Once registered with your team the player is then eligible to play at any time and is eligible to play in the final series.
11. Corners will be taken as throw ins from within the corner box.

12. Only the goal keeper is allowed inside the goal “D”

13. Any defensive player entering the “D” will concede a penalty to the opposition.  Penalty to be taken one (1) metre outside the “D”.

14. Any attacking player entering the “D” will deem a free kick to the defensive team.  The free kick can be taken by the goal keeper on the outer edge of the “D”. This can also be taken as a throw Instead of a free kick.

15. If the goalkeeper comes outside the “D” whilst the ball is in the field of play a penalty will be awarded to the opposing team.  Penalty to be taken one (1) metre outside the “D”

16. The Goalkeeper may only throw the ball from the goal area.

17. When the goal keeper passes the ball to a team mate, the ball cannot be passed back to the goalkeeper unless touched by a third player on the field. This rule also applies to the outfield player passing the ball to the goalkeeper. The keeper must pass the ball to another team-mate. An indirect free kick will be payed against the offending team. The free kick will be taken where the offence took place.  Free kick to be taken No closer than one (1) metre outside the “D”

18. There is to be no slide tackles.

19. All teams to nominate the colour of the strip that they will be playing in.  This strip must be worn each week when playing.  There will only be one colour strip  per competition once the colour has been use by a registered team the other teams will be required to select a different colour shirt
20. All players must be registered with the Northern NSW Football Federation for insurance purposes.  If they are not FFA registered then the insurance cost will be added to their registration fee.
21. A person registering with more than one team must pay an additional registration fee for each extra team they registered with. 

22. Any team playing a player not registered for their team will have ten (10) points deducted from their points tally. In the event the team draws or wins the game; the opposing team will be awarded full points. The points lost will be recognised as part of the total of 10 points deducted.  Teams must check to see if their player is registered for this 7 A Side competition. This is not Tenambit Sharks FC responsibility
23. Teams may register new players to the SAS competition up to and including the 3rd round of the competition. 

24. Teams may only add registered players from other teams to their registration sheet up to and including round five (5).
25. Tenambit Sharks FC reserves the right to refuse entry to any player or team to the 7 a side competition.

26. Teams that continually forfeit through out the season may be excluded from the competition.

27. The sin bin is used for misconduct at the referee’s discretion. This will be used in 2, 5 & 10 minute increments, a 10 minute sin bin will equal 1 yellow card, a total of 3 yellow cards will equal 1 red card which in turn will be 1 weeks suspension 

28. Any player sent off (other than through the sin bin) will receive a one-match suspension. The offending player may be required to appear before Tenambit Sharks FC judiciary for serious offences.  The judiciary will be made up from members of Tenambit Sharks FC Committee.
29. Foul and abusive language will not be tolerated on or off the field of play. This could result in a suspension. 

30. Team sheets are to be completed at the registration table at least 10 minutes prior to game.

31. The kick off times are as follows 

a. 6.00pm

b. 6.50pm

c. 7.40pm.
32. Approved shin pads must be worn with long socks worn over the shin pads and Jewellery if worn must be removed.
33. Only football shorts are permitted to be worn.  Long or knee length pants are not permitted.

34. Only shirts with sleeves are permitted to be worn.  Singlet tops are not permitted
35. TSFC will endeavour to reschedule washed out games however if this is not possible all teams will receive a draw, (there will be no refunds on the washed out rounds).
36. Teams will be awarded points as follows;

a. 3 points for a win

b. 1 point for a draw

c. 0 points for loss
37. In the event of more than one team finishing on the same number of points, the team with the greater goal average will be declared the winner.

38. In the Mixed Competition, the following rules apply

a. When a team has 4 males on the field, 1 of these males must be in goals

b. 3 ladies must be on the field for the duration of the game - i.e. 3 females and 4 males.  The “goal D” is included as part of the field.
c. Teams may play one player short and this person can be male or female i.e. 2 females and 4 males or 3 females and 3 males

d. Teams may play 2 players short however the players are to be one female and one male

e. Teams may play 3 players short however the players are to be 1 female and 2 males
Example:
i. To help explain the above read the following for the mixed competition in regards to players on the field. 
1. 5 females  and  2 males – any gender in goals
2. 4 females  and  3 males – any gender in goals

3. 3 females  and  4 males – male in goals

4. 2 females  and  4 males – male in goals

5. 3 females  and  3 males – any gender in goals

6. 2 females  and  3 males – any gender in goals

7. 2 females  and  2 males – any gender in goals
